“Suspect Charged with Murder”  

 

On September 9, 2010 Detectives of the New Bern Police Department served arrest warrants 

following an ongoing investigation into the Murder of Robert Pugh that occurred on 

November 3, 2007.  Pugh was murdered at approximately 3:00 am on the 500 block of First 

Avenue. 

 

Jonquay Marquis STYRON D.O.B. 4/4/1989 was arrested without incident at the 

Craven County Jail and charged with an open count of Murder.  STYRON was already in 

custody for unrelated charges for his involvement in the November 10, 2007 Murder of 

Clarence Marble.  STYRON was held without bond pending a first appearance of 

September 10, 2010.
