New Bern Police have arrested a second man wanted in connection to a robbery that happened August 
3, 2009, near 512 National Court Drive.  Gary Franklin TURPIN, Jr., 02/18/1986, of 702 
Contentnea Ave., was arrested Saturday, after police determined he was involved in robbing a 
Hispanic man at National Avenue and Avenue D last month.   
 
Immediately following the incident in August, police arrested Freddy Dwayne GENTRY, 
07/07/1986, of 3311 Trent Rd, near the Maola Milk Company, after witnesses reported seeing two 
white men attack and rob the victim of cash money. 
 
New Bern investigators had been looking for the second suspect in the case, and with help from the 
Craven County Sheriff’s Department were able to identify TURPIN.  Police located TURPIN at the 
Palace Motel Saturday night.  He was charged with Common Law Robbery and placed in the Craven 
County jail under a $20,000 bond.
