charged with Conspiracy to Commit Armed Robbery, Kidnapping and Larceny of a Motor 

Vehicle. 

 

The New Bern Police Department is asking for assistance in locating the third suspect, 

Roman Anthony KNUCKLES, D.O.B 8/22/1986 last known address of 607 Vail Street, 

New Bern, NC. KNUCKLES is wanted for Conspiracy to Commit Armed Robbery, 

Kidnapping and Larceny of a Motor Vehicle.   KNUCKLES is described as a Black Male, 

5’9”, 230-250 lbs., black medium length hair. KNUCKLES should be considered Armed 

and Dangerous and should not be approached. Anyone with information regarding the
