On December 19, 2011 New Bern Police began investigating a report of stolen wallets at 

the YMCA located at 100 YMCA Lane, New Bern, NC.  An unknown black male had 

broken into lockers and stole wallets from two (2) victims. 

 

Further investigation enabled Detectives to determine the stolen credit cards were used to 

purchase hundreds of dollars of merchandise by the unknown black male at Wal-Mart 

located at 3105 Martin Luther King Blvd, New Bern, NC.
